Maria Durini, it was renovated in the
early 20th century by an American
veteran of World War I and more
recently purchased by Italy’s first
explorer to summit Mt. Everest,
Guido Monzino, who bequeathed it
to the Italian National Trust.
Today, it remains an authentic Italian
villa masterpiece and repository of
18th-century French and English
furniture and Monzino’s collection of
Chinese, pre-Columbian and African art.

Lake Maggiore
Italy’s second-largest lake and the
natural boundary between the
regions of Lombardy and Piedmont,
Lake Maggiore rivals Lake Como as the
most remarkable in the Lake District.
The lake’s mild climate allows for
the gardens to grow rare and exotic
plants in the beautiful pleasure grounds
beneath the high Alps. The deep, clear
waters, have been a draw for many
famous figures, including Flaubert,
Wagner and Goethe.
